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Batsheva de Rothschild Interdisciplinary Workshop Guidelines
* Last updated on: February, 2018
* Note: The masculine form used in this text refers to both women and men.
1. Purpose:
Interdisciplinary research is central to modern science.  The Batsheva de Rothschild Fund for the Advancement of Science in Israel (the Fund) of the Israel Academy of Sciences and Humanities, places great importance on the furthering of innovative research of an interdisciplinary quality in Israel, through the encouragement of getting together research forces of Israel's universities to create new "scientific infrastructures". With this objective, in the year 2004, the Fund established the Batsheva Interdisciplinary Workshop.

2. Characteristics of the Interdisciplinary Workshop -

a. The workshop is designated for applications in the field of Natural Sciences and for applications in the fields of the Humanities and Social Sciences that are meaningfully affiliated with the Natural Sciences.

b. The subject is innovative and of an interdisciplinary nature.

c. The workshop is organized by an organizing committee comprised of faculty from at least 3 Israeli research institutions.

d. The duration of the workshop is 2 days.

e. Workshop participants will be about 20 researchers of various scientific disciplines and about 20 advanced students from a number of research institutions in Israel.

f. A limited number (up to 8) of first-class researchers in the subject can be invited to lecture from abroad. This number includes both invited talks and contributed talks.

g. The workshop will be comprised of lectures and informal meetings and will take place in a format that will allow ongoing interaction among its participants.

h. The seminar must create an appropriate ambience for the study of a subject in a manner that allows ongoing interaction among the students, the young researchers and Israeli scientists, together with scientists invited from abroad. To enable these conditions the workshop must take place in a retreat outside the city and away from the participating institutions.

i. The maximum amount of support is 10,000 US Dollars.

j. Additional funding can be requested in order to bring no more than 2 researchers from abroad as Batsheva Fellows.

k. An application for an additional workshop on the same subject may be submitted a few years later.

3. Eligibility - Any faculty member of a university in Israel is entitled to submit a workshop proposal.

4. Guidelines for Submitting a Proposal -
      The proposal shall be submitted in one WORD file by e-mail in Hebrew or English and shall                 include:

a. A title page depicting the Title, date and location of the workshop.  The workshop must take place in a retreat outside the city and away from the participating institutions.

b. A list of the members of the organizing committee, including: the name of the institution, full address, telephone numbers, fax and e-mail and the scientific field of specialization.

c. A thorough and comprehensive description of the topic.

d. The reasoning behind the proposed topic and to what extent it is expected to create new scientific infrastructures and new interdisciplinary collaborations.
e. A detailed workshop program (the schedule resolution needed is on a Level of hours, including names of lecturers, lecturers, and "Round table" discussions).
f. A list of potential workshop lecturers, from Israel and abroad.  Up to 20 lecturers are allowed from Israel and up to 8 from abroad.

g. A detailed budget proposal: the budget proposal should include a detailed assessment of each item and its justification (budget justification). In addition, if there are additional financing sources, it must be detailed (including the amount of funding). Accounts and money transfers shall be made through the academic institution which organizes the Workshop, with its Account-manager approval. The workshop should be managed with a modest budget. The support for the Workshop is up to US $ 10,000.                                   No overhead is allowed.
5. Workshop Proposal Submission -

The proposal shall be submitted by the organizing committee, in accordance with the guidelines, by e-mail to: Mr. Menny Kirma, Administrative Director of the Batsheva de Rothschild  Fund, the Israel Academy of Sciences and Humanities, Menny@academy.ac.il (Tel: 02-5676220).

Date of Submission -

Proposals for organizing workshops shall be submitted no less than half a year before the proposed date. The next submission date is November 1st, 2018 ) Please submit application for seminar which be held in 2019).
6. Review -

The applications will be reviewed by the Panel of Advisors of the Batsheva de Rothschild Fund.
7. Reporting –

After completion of the workshop (and in any case NOT later than 3 month after), the Organizing Committee will be expected to submit a detailed financial balance report (incomes and expenses), sign by the Account-manager of the organizing institute and also an invoice (Please send the invoice by Email and the original by the Mail). Also, please submit detailed scientific report of the workshop (the scope of the report should be up to 10 pages).  The scientific report should be well-written (It will be Published on the Academy website) and should refer to the following:

a. A general description of the topic and the workshop.

b. Were the goals of the workshop accomplished?

c. Did the proposed format apply to the goals?

d. Is there room for another workshop on the topic?

e. A description of the interaction of the participants.  Were future collaborations planned?

f. Proposals for improvements and changes.  
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
